· Liz Gore - HYOC2020: I love the virtual support chat idea Hillary - I've really missed the support of people in my office and having a regular time to meet has made a real difference to all our wellbeing. Do you think you'll re-invigorate it this year?

· Hillary Taylor - Chair, Herts Visual Arts: Yes, our Happy Hours were great, just a virtual coffee machine. We might not do it in the same form but all our regions have monthly virtual meet-ups/chats.  For example, SW Herts is ‘2nd Tuesday’ Harpenden (St Albans and Villages) 3rd Wednesday.
· Grae Wall - Furloughed St Albans Arts Team/Isolation Arts Café: We have had 23 gigs and thousands of posts at Isolation Arts Café - really happy to host and support others projects and events there - approaching 2k followers.
